Review: 2 Timothy 2:20–21  
God uses vessels unto honor, whether they are made of wood, earth, gold or silver.  
Our Lord would rather use a clean earthen vessel, than a dirty golden vessel.  
Honor vs dishonor – what does the vessel carry?
